The property in question is known as lots 6.02, 6.05 and 6.06 in block 32, located on Hoffman Road in the Township.  The zone is rural residential farmland preservation district.  There are no variances sought.  We have complied with proper notification.
Mr. Brian Cramer of Greenvest. He described in detail that the application is not proposing any new building. He is a conservation company.  We are here to adjust lot lines, because the homeowners had encroached on the property in question for the conservation area.  It made more sense to move a lot line than to have the individual homeowners move structures. Again, no new proposed building. We agree to all reports.
